to the committee and I was glad to be able to approve everything.

Today, at their request,I made further recommendations for the
tsolation of the cramped 2nd teelng-ground; a still greater reconstruction
of the 6th Rreen; the showing of sand into the right of the new 7th greens
The treatment of the righsfront and side of the lO0th green; a plan for
a new l4th green. a plan for an entirely reconstructed 15th green, re-
noving the objectilonable terraced levels; a rearrangement of the 16th,
throwing it eway from the right boundary to a third shot, dog-leggling
from the left to & reduced gresn with a big Master Trap at the right-
front; the dog-legging of the 17th, throwing the falrway over to the
left and ueing the mme teeling-grounds &s it now is.,

Early tomorrow morming I am due to drive tpo Watsonville but the
enclosed headlng from this morning's papers reveals that the town is
hard-hit by flodds. T find that it is even now practically shut off ex-
cept . from the high lands on the south. I will therefore make the attemp®,
